Tips and Tricks
Clearing the Change Log

Many Microsoft Dynamics NAV users don’t realize that their Change Log can be cleared of old data. AVF recommends keeping just a month or two of history in the log. This will help keep the size of the table down, which in turn enables users to filter and search much faster. To clear the Change Log of old entries, follow the Delete Change Log Entries instructions.

To Delete Change Log Entries:

1. Open the Change Log - Delete window.

2. Enter the date or period for the change log entries you want to delete. You can also enter time.

3. Enter the table number of the tables for which you want to delete change log entries.

4. To see a list of the change log entries you are about to delete, click the Assist Button in the lower left-hand corner of the window.

5. Click OK.

Note:

To keep a history of the deleted change log entries, you can print a report of the change log entries you want to delete.
